Introductory Definition
· Messiah is a __transliteration__ of Moshiach.

· Moshiach means _”anointed one”_. 

· Moshiach occurs ____39___ times in the Hebrew Bible, most often in Samuel and Psalms.

Paradise
· God __spoke___ creation into existence. (Gen 1:3,6,9,11,14,20,24,26)

· And what God created was __good___. (Gen 1:10,18,24)

· But with the creation of mankind, it was ___very good___. (Gen 1:31)

Problem
· The serpent entered in Gen 3, and with it brought __temptation____.

· This brought __sin______ and ___death_____.

· And this brought __curse__. 

Promise of Hope
· “In the midst of _curse_____, God provides a sliver of a __promise__ of hope.”

· Gen 3:15 “I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and her offspring; he shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise his heel.”

Spiral Downward
· Gen 4 – 11: Man spirals downward rapidly.

Another Promise of Hope
· After this spiral down, God calls __Abram___ in Gen 12:1-3.

· And God makes a ___three-fold__ promise to him. 

· ___People___

· ___Place__

· ___Perpetual Blessing__

People – “I will make of you a great nation..”
· “In the midst of _curse _, God provides a sliver of a _promise_ of hope.”

· The Curse of __Barrenness__.

· Abraham and Sarah (Gen 15-22)

· _Isaac_ and _Rebekah__ (Gen 25:21)

· Jacob and _Rachel_ (Gen 29:31)

· _Famine_ brings them to Egypt where _Joseph__ has been.

· A King arose who did not know __Joseph__.

· _Slavery_ ensues, but God blesses and _multiplies__ them. (Ex 1:7)

Place – “To the land that I will show you…”

· Abraham, Isaac, Jacob lived in _tents_. (Heb 11:8-9)

· Hatred (and God’s _sovereignty_) sent _Joseph_ to Egypt.

· __Moses___ was raised up as a deliverer.

· Disobedience cost them a __generation____.

· Joshua/Judges tells the story of _conquest_, though it was incomplete. 

Perpetual Blessing- “in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”

· Judges and Kings - _Spiral Downward__, though David and Josiah are exceptions.
· But even through all this, God had made a __promise_.
· 2 Samuel 7:10-17
· Psalm 2

Promise of Perpetual Blessing had been made, but it hadn’t happened. 

Further, God had made a promise to David, to establish a dynasty, and a _Son of David to reign forever.

· Later Israelites _anticipated_ this fulfillment, and wrote about it.

· Isaiah 9:6-7 – “For unto us a child is born, to us a son is given; and the government shall be upon his shoulder and his name shall be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. Of the increase of his government and of peace there will be no end, on the throne of David and over his kingdom, to establish it and to uphold it with justice and with righteousness from this time forth and forevermore.”

· Isaiah 11:1 – “There shall come forth a shoot from the stump of Jesse and a branch from his roots shall bear fruit.”

· Isaiah 61:1 – “ The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me, because the Lord has anointed me to bring good news to the poor, he has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to those who are bound.”

· Psalm 110:1,4 – “The LORD says to my Lord: Sit at my right hand, until I make your enemies your footstool… The LORD has sworn and will not change his mind, You are a priest forever after the order of Melchizedek.”

· Exile meant God’s _promise_ had not been fulfilled.

· They were not a _people_

· They had no _place_

· They had never been a _perpetual blessing_

· And now an  _eternal kingdom_ seemed gone too. 

· Messiah would reign as _king_, be a _priest_ forever after the order of Melchizedek, and bring good news to the poor as a _prophet_.
